Getting from Oslo Gardermoen Airport to Clarion Hotel 

When you leave the customs area, you should turn right and walk to the end of the hall, where you 

will find the entrance to the airport express train Flytoget, and the regular NSB train service.  

The airport express train takes you to the Oslo central station (Oslo S) in about 20 minutes. One ride 

costs 180 NOK, and you are obliged to buy a ticket before boarding these trains — it is not possible to 

buy tickets on board. Tickets may be bought by swiping your credit card at the checkpoint, at the 

ticket vending machines, or at the NSB counters. 

The regular train service will bring you to Oslo S in about half an hour. Tickets cost 90 NOK (plus a 40 

NOK fee if you buy your ticket on board of the train). 

Clarion Hotel Royal Christiania is just across the Central Station.  

 

 

 

 



Getting to University of Oslo 

The workshop is held at Niels Treschows Hus, in the Blindern Campus.

Blindern is a 15-minute tram ride from Clarion Hotel.  

The tram stop is just in front of the hotel.  

Take either tram number 17 or 18 (towards Rikshospitalet) and get off at “Universitetet Blindern”.  

Ruter tickets (single / 24-hour / 7-day  / 30-day) can be used on the Metro, trams, buses, ferries and 
trains in Oslo and Akershus. If you are taking more than two journeys during a 24-hour period, a 24-
hour ticket will work out cheaper than buying single tickets.
