Prior education quality requirements

When assessing the quality of the prior education, particular emphasis will be placed

on the grades at the master's level.; anrd-particularly-the-masters-dissertationfthesis:

Applicants with a grade of A or B according to the ECTS scale frem-A-E will be
gualified for admission to the PhD programme. Applicants with a grade of C may be
assessed individually in relation to the other criteria. Applicants with a D or poorer
according to the ECTS scale will not be qualified for admission to the PhD
programme.

The master's degree is therefore expected to have an ordinary theoretical focus, and
not be a practically-focused master's degree (“experience-based”), which does not
offer the level of research preparation required for admission. The education must
therefore-include relevant education in research methods.
